· If there is no 0V partition in HDD, please run 0VMAKFIL first to create 0V partition.

Note : If you do not support Windows 98 hibernation, use 0VMAKFIL  /p1 to reserve the minimum amount of HDD space, i.e. 16MB.
* <A:> PHOTO [drive:][path]filename.BMP [/A#] [/V] [/D#] [/H]

/A# : Add .BMP picture image file to reserved partition in HDD as picture #, #=1-2

/D# : Delete the .BMP image, # is the picture no.

  /V : View the logo information.

  /H : Help

(After logo image file is downloaded into HDD, logo is displayed during BIOS POST by default.)

Note : Only support 1024x768x24bit color .BMP image file. (Uncompressed file format)
